Function of the Post:
We are seeking a Registered Adult Nurse for a Senior Lecturer role to join our innovative and enthusiastic team in our new School of Nursing and Allied Health.  This is an exciting opportunity for an experienced Nurse Academic to become a programme leader for our inaugural Pre-Registration PgDIP/MSc Adult Nursing Course.   The successful candidate will join an expanding Nurse and Allied Health lecturing community within our brand new facility with innovative teaching resources.   The post holder will have lecturing experience in nurse education, ideally at post-graduate level.  Evidence of the following will be an advantage: Publications, consultancy delivery and/or developing research credibility. 

As a Senior Lecturer in the School of Nursing and Allied Health, your role will involve teaching, quality assurance compliance, partnership working, research and/or income generation in the School associated with our Pre-Registration Nursing courses.  You will engage in the curriculum planning, design and leadership of teaching and research activity associated with this.   We require the post holder to be experienced with excellent knowledge in acute adult nursing practice.
The working year will be divided between teaching, teaching-related administration, assessment, research and income generation activities in such proportions as may be decided by the Head of School of Nursing and Allied Health after appropriate consultation, in accordance with the guidelines in the academic contract.

You will lead developments in response to the professional and interprofessional agendas, and support collaborations with clinical colleagues.

Learning and Teaching
· Take responsibility for programme leadership as appropriate, for the Post Graduate Diploma /MSc in Adult Nursing (pre-registration).
· Take sole responsibility for the design of teaching materials and delivery across modules associated with acute care of the adult patient across the School of Nursing and Allied Health. 
· Contribute to the planning, design and development of objectives and material.

· Contribute to curriculum development in the context of pre-registration Nursing

· Support and liaise with clinical practice partners in supporting student work-related learning

· Becoming an Academic Assessor in line with the NMC standards.

· Transfer knowledge in the form of practical skills, methods and techniques and engage with the Simulated Based Education developments.
· Identify learning needs of students and develop appropriate learning outcomes.

· Use time outside of teaching hours to prepare well-constructed, varied teaching sessions,


ensuring that content, methods of delivery and learning materials will meet the defined 
learning outcomes.
· Lead on and collaborate with colleagues on the implementation of assessment procedures.

· Oversee the work of students, provide advice on study skills and help them with learning


problems.
· Undertake the supervision of students’ projects, fieldwork and placements.
· Provide timely, constructive, formative and comprehensive feedback to students using all forms of communication/media.
· Assess the work and progress of students by reference to established criteria and provide


constructive feedback to students.
· Seek ways of improving performance by reflecting on teaching design and delivery and


obtaining and analysing feedback.
· Tackle issues affecting the quality of delivery, referring more serious matters to senior


colleagues, as appropriate.

· Embrace the importance and value of engaging in the task of education and learning together

with students at all academic levels and across professions to ensure an outstanding learning experience.
